Mountains, Wi-Fi, and wanderlust: your alpine office awaits!

Who wouldn’t love to work surrounded by a snowy forest? Working in the mountains from a workstation surrounded by nature - there are worse backgrounds for your Teams meetings, right?
For anyone who just can’t get enough annual leave and needs to catch up on those vital emails during their trip, Trentino is the ideal place for remote working, with more and more apartments and mountain lodges equipped with Wi-Fi and workspaces for effective ‘smartworking’ all year round.
In Trentino, you can work in truly unique office spaces overlooking lakes, the Dolomites, vast forests, the stone houses of an ancient village, or even in the open-air facing a meadow or a snowy woodland. And, when you finally clock off, you can slip right into ‘holiday mode’ enjoying time for relaxation and outdoor activities right on your doorstep like walking through the woods or hiking trails with snowshoes or alpine skis.

Peaceful creativity in the Apple Valley
Baita del Càin is an isolated chalet, reachable only with off-road vehicles, just a few kilometers from the village of Fondo, in Val di Non. The chalet overlooks a stunning landscape, offering a relaxing stay at 1,400 meters above sea level. Recently renovated with great attention to detail and equipped for remote working, the lodge has six beds, a fully equipped kitchen, and a beautiful 60 sqm covered veranda with a barbecue. It’s the perfect place for those wanting to work in absolute tranquility while soaking in the joy of the mountains and forests.

Off the beaten path in Valsugana
At Maso Stella, just look up from your computer and enjoy the breathtaking views of the Tesino basin in Valsugana. The two suites - Orsa Maggiore (135 sqm) and Orsa Minore (70 sqm) - are fully equipped and ecologically furnished with wood, stone and natural fabrics. Wi-Fi coverage is guaranteed, along with access to a printer and photocopier. For relaxation between work sessions, guests can enjoy a private spa, and all around the house are trails perfect for walks and snowshoeing.

Rural work hub: Hot desking in the Winter Olympics location of Val di Fiemme
In Tesero, Val di Fiemme, you can spend a few working weeks at Agriturismo Artemisia, a holiday house overlooking the Stava stream. It offers three independent apartments with kitchens, contemporary-style furnishings and a computer-friendly area where you can work accompanied by the soothing sound of flowing water.


At Baite ai Tamagi, on the Pinè plateau, you’ll find traditional mountain accommodation. The best choice is Baita Nonno Ghino, right at the edge of the forest. Here, the quiet and private atmosphere, wooden furnishings and private wellness spa make it ideal for focusing without missing out on a little quiet time. After work, explore the Campolongo stables for horseback riding lessons, or unwind with a walk along the scenic trail between Lake Serraia and Lake Piazze.

Remote and rural: homeworking in Val di Rabbi
Finally, in Val di Rabbi stands Maso Fior di Bosco, where you can live in a rural setting, with accommodation of various sizes, each named after an alpine flower. The maso offers rooms, mini-apartments, and suites for two to four people, making it suitable for families, groups, or small meetings. All units have independent entrances and Wi-Fi connection. Nestled in the Stelvio National Park, the Casna family’s house is the perfect choice for staying in nature, right by the forest and the Rabbies stream.

A brand-new remote working space has been created in Madonna di Campiglio. It’s called Smart Hub, a multifunctional urban regeneration space developed as part of the Mountain Progress Lab project. 
Another ideal place for remote working is Refyouge, a small cabin where you can reconnect with yourself and recharge in nature. Located close to the Madonna historical centre yet surrounded by greenery, it is accessible on foot, by bike, or even on skis (for freeriders). With its breathtaking views of the Brenta Dolomites and easy access, Refyouge also serves as a smart working hub while on holiday in Madonna di Campiglio. It’s the perfect place for work or play!
